Make marginal notes, or use
post-it notes. Keep a reading journal.
e Each student will complete a formative reflective assignment to demonstrate knowledge of the book. Prepare
for an open-book in-class essay on one of the following prompts:
o Why do you believe the book is an award-winner or considered a “classic"?
o Should the book be required reading? Why or why not?
o How does the book relate to your own life? In what way(s) did you identify with the subject or one of
the main characters?

You are to read the selection above PLUS at least one more. This summer, choose your own book (nonfiction, fiction,

drama, or poetry). DO NOT reread a book from the school curriculum. Please select from one of the following lists:
